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CABE honors the impactful life and legacy of our dear colleague, visionary
leader, partner, and amiga, Dr. Ivannia Soto, who passed away on April

23, 2024. lvannia was a champion and a true advocate for multilingual
learners, leading this important work in the halls of academia and in
classrooms all across the state, through her prolific writing and publishing
by providing highly sought-after professional learning, through being
present in the policy halls of Sacramento, and by opening her arms and
heart to colleagues and friends as a passionate collaborator, coach, and
role model. Her emblematic work on English Learner and Multilingual
Learner Student Shadowing®© has tremendously impacted schools
nationwide. It will continue to be a legacy of her passion, commitment,
and love for students and educators.

While lvannia was a member and supporter of CABE for many years, CABE
was also fortunate to have her serve as a staff member and consultant for
over five years. She was the Director of Project BEST (Bilingual Educator
Strategic Training) from 2017 to 2020 and a CABE Project Specialist
Advisor, where she relentlessly advocated and provided public comment
at State Board of Education and CTC (California Commission on Teacher
Credentialing) meetings. She proudly took on the role of ex-officio with former CABE affiliate, the California Association for Bilingual
Teacher Education (CABTE), where she collaborated on the revision of the Bilingual Authorization standards and built strong
partnership links between CABTE and CABE. She was also instrumental in creating a strong relationship between Whittier College
and CABE, offering university credit to teachers who completed CABE professional learning hours.

Ivannia served on the faculty of Whittier College and was the Director of the Institute for Culturally and Linguistically Responsive
Teaching at Whittier College starting in 2011. She was the Director of Graduate Programs at Whittier College beginning in 2018, and
she started the BILA (Bilingual Authorization Program) at Whittier College, which offered courses and field experiences to address
the linguistic and learning needs of students all over the Los Angeles area starting in 2023. She also hosted the first Bilingual
Education Summit at Whittier College in September 2023.

Ivannia authored several groundbreaking books that have impacted the field of multilingual learners/English learners in many
ways. Some of the titles include Breaking Down the Monolingual Wall: Essential Shifts for Multilingual Success (Corwin Press, 2023);
ELL Shadowing as a Catalyst for Change (Corwin Press, 2012); and Responsive Schooling for Culturally and Linguistically Diverse
Students (Norton & Company, Incorporated, W. W., 2020).

Her husband, Ron, and her close-knit, loving family supported her in all aspects of her work and personal life. Together with Ron,
and her faithful chihuahua Frida, they enjoyed their home along the Central Coast. Ivannia is part of our CABE familia, and we feel

her loss deeply.

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CABE honors the life and legacy of visionary educational leader

Dr. Al Mijares, who passed away in January 2025. Throughout his career,

Dr. Mijares was an active supporter of bilingual education programs and a
wide variety of innovative education programs. He was highly respected by
educators across the state.

Dr. Mijares was first appointed Superintendent of the Orange County
Department of Education (OCDE) in 2012 and elected again in 2014, 2018,
and 2022. He retired in 2024 after 12 years of service. Prior to his role at
OCDE, he served six years as Vice President of the College Board, where he
focused on expanding the high school-to-university pipeline to promote
college readiness and success for all students.

Dr. Mijares also served as the Superintendent of Santa Ana Unified School
District from 1994 to 2006, where he was known for supporting the
district’s bilingual/multilingual programs and other effective opportunities
for all students. Under his leadership, Santa Ana USD often supported

the CABE annual conferences by serving on the conference planning
committee and dedicating staff and services to support the conference.

He joined CABE for many years as an Honorary Conference Chair and often spoke at CABE conferences, inspiring and uplifting
attendees with his motivational words of support and resilience. During his superintendency at Santa Ana USD, the district earned
national recognition for addressing the needs of a large and diverse student population.

He also served as superintendent of the Bakersfield City and Coachella Valley Unified school districts and as a principal in the
Moreno Valley Unified School District in Riverside County. He earned his bachelor’s degree in child development and special
education from California State University, Northridge, a master’s degree in social welfare from the University of California, Berkeley,
and his Ph.D. from the University of Southern California.

The Orange County Department of Education stated, “Dr. Mijares was a champion for education, dedicating his life to fostering
academic achievement and student well-being across diverse communities, including Santa Ana. His leadership, compassion, and

commitment to students have left an indelible mark on our district and beyond.”

Dr. Al Mijares dedicated his life to promoting academic achievement and the well-being of students. He will be remembered for his
servant leadership and for approaching his work with integrity and compassion.

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Dr. Robert Aguilar
1933-2024
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CABE honors the life and legacy of educational leader and advocate

Dr. Robert “Bobby” Aguilar, who passed away in Fresno, in April 2024.
Originally from El Paso, Texas, Dr. Aguilar moved to Delano, California, in the
7th grade and continued his education at Fresno State University (BA). He
later earned a Master’s Degree in Administration/Instruction from San Jose
State University and a Doctorate in Administration/Instruction from the
University of the Pacific.

With more than 50 years of experience in education, Dr. Aguilar served

as a teacher, coach, counselor, principal, director of Migrant Education,
and Superintendent of Schools for districts throughout California. He
co-founded the Association of Mexican American Educators (AMAE) in
1965 and the California Association of Latino School Administrators in
1977. He was a leader in bilingual education, supporting the formation of
CABE in the early 1970s, serving as president of the Fresno CABE Chapter,
and he was a frequent speaker and presenter at CABE conferences. He

is remembered for his lifelong advocacy for English learners and the
development of bilingual programs.

Some of Dr. Aguilar’s accolades include serving as a school board member for Visalia Unified School District; receiving the
Administrator of the Year Award by the Association of California School Administrators, Region 14; recognition from the Executive
Education 100 as one of the 100 Outstanding School Executives in North America; recognition as CSU-LA Distinguished Educator;
and, serving as a consultant with the Harvard University Urban Superintendent Doctoral Program. He also has awards from the
Tulare County Hispanic Roundtable as a Distinguished Educator, the College of the Sequoias Giant of the Year, the Delano Union
School District Hall of Fame, and the Top Dog Alumni Award from Fresno State University.

During his career, Dr. Aguilar also cultivated an alliance with César Chavez and was named Superintendent Emeritus by the
Association of California School Administrators. He served as a Kremen School of Education and Human Development Council

member and dedicated his life to ensuring that every student was guaranteed an education.

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Susana Quintero-Soto
1980-2024
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CABE honors the beautiful life and legacy of bilingual educator, leader, and
advocate Susana Quintero-Soto. Susana’s vibrant soul and passionate spirit
touched everyone she met. She was a dedicated bilingual teacher in the
Corona-Norco Unified School District (CNUSD) and a CABE chapter leader
for Riverside CABE Chapter #6. While she offered endless love and support
to her community, Susana’s children, husband, and entire family were at
the center of her heart and life.

Susana was incredibly proud of her heritage—her father was born in
Mexico, and her mother was from Guam. She embraced the richness of
both cultures and called herself a“Chamorro”. She grew up in Corona,
attended all her elementary and secondary school years in CNUSD, was a
first-generation high school and college graduate, and raised her family

in the strong and supportive Corona-Norco community. Susana’s love and
pride in her heritage and being bilingual in Spanish and English led her to
become a bilingual teacher, and she was one of the strongest advocates for
the development of dual language immersion programs in CNUSD.

A forever learner, Susana attended La Sierra University, CSU Fullerton, Azusa Pacific University, and National University, attaining
her bilingual multiple-subject teaching credential and authorization along with a Masters Degree in Special Education and a Single
Subject Credential in English Language Arts. Not only did she support and guide hundreds of students and families at her school
site and within the district, but she also enrolled her children in the dual immersion program. She was actively involved in her
children’s bilingual education, supported them through theater and ballet folklérico, and loved celebrating their successes. She
would also provide free summer lessons in Spanish to those in the dual language immersion programs and offered a dual language
preschool program for the Corona Norco Parks and Recreation Department before joining CNUSD as a teacher. Susana recently
described herself on the Ed Branding podcast as a community servant. She was an active volunteer and always willing to lend
support. She shared that her personal actionable statement was: “Engaging in activities that bring me joy, such as building and
maintaining relationships, and actively making a positive difference through inclusive practices.”

With 23 years in education, Susana was serving Jefferson Elementary as a Bilingual Resource Specialist and was very excited for the
launch of the new dual language immersion program for the 2024-25 school year. In April 2024, she received Teacher of the Year
honors at the Riverside CABE/Riverside County BEST Awards.

Susana supported her local CABE Chapter #6 in numerous ways and was central to its unity and impact. As the Chapter’s Director
of Communication, she was instrumental in the planning and success of the inaugural Riverside CABE Mini-Conference and many
other chapter events. These would have been impossible without all the talents she brought to the table!

Susana was a beacon of light, always uplifting those around her with her contagious positivity. Her loving heart and unwavering
loyalty made her an extraordinary friend, colleague, sister, daughter, wife, and mother. In her memory, let us continue to support

each other with love, kindness, and positivity, just as Susana always did.

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Lloyd Houske
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CABE honors the life and legacy of innovative educational leader

Lloyd Houske, who passed away in December 2024. Mr. Houske served
over 58 years as a teacher and principal in the Los Angeles USD. He is
known for his remarkable vision and leadership in serving English learners
through dual language immersion programs in Korean, Spanish, and
English. He retired from LAUSD in 2009.

Mr. Houske started his career as a teacher at 61st Street Elementary School
and later moved to the principal position at Hoover Elementary, 66th Street
Elementary, and Cahuenga Elementary. While always an inspiring leader,
his time at Cahuenga led him to develop the first school to offer Korean-
English and Spanish-English dual language immersion programs. When
Proposition 227 was passed in 1998, drastically limiting bilingual education
implementation, Mr. Houske’s strong belief in the value of speaking

two languages motivated him to design a new biliteracy program that
would encourage students to become proficient in two languages. Since
then, Cahuenga Elementary has been a model for other dual language
immersion programs for decades and has been recognized by CABE for its
success.

Under his leadership, Cahuenga Elementary focused its instructional model on enrichment rather than remediation. Mr. Houske
believed that students were shaped by how they are labeled, and he made certain that Cahuenga Elementary excelled for all
students. In addition to the rigorous academic program, the school offered an orchestra program, a full-time folk dance program
allowing students to have a lesson each week, and a partnership with the Los Angeles County Museum of Art and the Inner City
Art Project, enabling every student to have lessons taught by professional artists. Additionally, the cultural and linguistic richness of
both the Korean and Latin American cultures and communities were expressed and uplifted daily.

Parents lined up days in advance to secure a school space for their kindergarten children. Mr. Houske helped relieve overcrowding
by constructing a three-story addition on the original school site. When first assigned to Cahuenga Elementary, he noticed a house
for sale next to the school. With his encouragement, LAUSD purchased the residence, which became the new construction site.
Under Mr. Houske’s leadership, Cahuenga Elementary was a warm and inviting school community that offered rigorous and
innovative educational experiences for all students and their families. Its academic scores ranked at the same or higher levels than
those of many magnet schools in the district, exemplifying that a Title | school—with 80 percent of its students from families of
diverse and lower socio-economic backgrounds—can provide a learning environment that provides students with the highest
levels of educational and academic excellence.

At the time of his retirement, Mr. Houske was quoted as sharing:“l love what | do, and | am fortunate because | have gotten to do it
for some time...it's better than playing golf! | am constantly learning and being competitive. | want my students at my school to do
well academically and beat other schools.”

CABE honors the life and legacy of Lloyd Houske.

Andrés Martinez is currently the Earth Independent Operations (EIO) Program Executive within the Mars Campaign Office
(MCO), which is part of the Moon-to-Mars Program in the Exploration Systems Development Mission Directorate (ESDMD) at NASA
Headquarters.

Mr. Martinez was born in Jojutla, Morelos, Mexico and immigrated to the United States in 1974 at the age of ten. Mr. Martinez
grew up in Echo Park, a neighborhood in Los Angeles, California and attended schools in the Los Angeles Unified School District.
After graduating from California State Polytechnic University (Cal Poly) in 1990, he moved to Silicon Valley to pursue his engineering
career.

Nothing truly prepares us for the complexities of human exploration missions to Mars. The combination of long durations, small
crews, delayed communications, and limited abort options is unparalleled in human experience. Mars missions will inevitably face
unanticipated anomalies and unavoidable communication delays of up to 20 minutes each way, along with periodic blackouts of up
to two weeks. The iconic phrase, “Houston, we have a problem,” will reach Earth 20 minutes after it is sent.

In response to these challenges, Andrés led an assessment that resulted in the creation of a new NASA program, Earth
Independent Operations (EIO), dedicated to researching and developing integrated technologies that enable crews to effectively
manage on-board situations without real-time ground support. As the EIO Program Executive, Mr. Martinez spearheads the
development of systems leveraging advanced technologies such as artificial intelligence, machine learning, sensor fusion, high-
performance spaceflight computing, and data visualization to mitigate risks associated with limited ground support.

Prior to this role, Andrés served as the ESDMD Robotic Precursors Program Executive, overseeing small spacecraft deep space
missions and secondary lunar payloads. Andrés delivered four of the seven NASA sponsored small spacecrafts launched on the
historic Artemis I, with missions that continue to fill crucial knowledge gaps for human exploration. Two of these precursor robotics
missions, BioSentinel and CAPSTONE, are still operational in deep space.

Mr. Martinez’ journey with NASA began in July 2007 with the Constellation Program Data Systems team, and since then, he has
held various positions in systems engineering, project and program management, leading over 30 spaceflight missions.

Mr. Martinez’ career prior to NASA was equally distinguished, with significant contributions in Silicon Valley, including roles at Xerox
Corporation’s legendary Palo Alto Research Center (PARC), co-founding GroupFire Inc., and senior leadership positions at Lawrence
Livermore National Laboratory and Motorola.

Throughout his career, Mr. Martinez has been fortunate to receive numerous recognitions at the iconic places he has worked
in his over 34 years in Silicon Valley, including being named one of the “2015 Top 20 Most Influential Latinos in Technology” by
CNET en Espanol and receiving the “Professional Achievement Level II” award by the Hispanic Engineering National Achievement
Award Conference (HENAAC) in 2018. In June 2019, Mr. Martinez was honored by the Mexican Senate with the “Science, Honor, and
Culture” Award. In 2022, he was honored with an“Honorary Doctorate in Engineering” by the Universidad Popular Auténoma del
Estado de Puebla (UPAEP) for his contributions to global space activities. At NASA, he has received various awards and recognitions.
In 2024, he was bestowed the NASA Exceptional Service medal “for exceptional service in developing new technology to support
space exploration through innovative programs that engage diverse populations from around the world".

Mr. Martinez has been married for 38 years to his wife Olga and together have two children, Andrés and Paulina, and a
granddaughter, Melody.

The study examined “Science of Reading” (SOR) initiatives on programs for emerging
bilinguals/English learners (EBs/ELs) by interviewing 77 educators of EBs/ELs in a
variety of educational contexts in 21 states using constructed response and open-ended
questions. An inductive analytic framework was used to identify themes. Eight major
findings and recommendations for policy and practice emerged. Findings are important
because 40 states have SOR legislation and 32 provide no direction for EBs/ELs. Findings
uplift teacher voices as they discuss challenges to implementing SOR in bilingual/ELD
(English Language Development) contexts.

Esparza’s career includes producing over 50 films, such

Cortez, Introducing Dorothy Dandridge, Gods and Generals, and Gettysburg. He also earned an

Academy Award nomination for Best Documentary Short for “Agueda Martinez: Our People, our Country.” Three of his
films have been inducted into the Film Registry of the United States Library of Congress: Selena, Requiem 29, and “The
Ballad of Gregorio Cortez.”

At only 18, Esparza was charged with 15 counts of conspiracy to disrupt public schools, a felony that could have landed
him in jail for life. This became the subject of Esparza’s 2006 HBO film, Walkout.

Fernando “Worrell” Elizondo is a founding board member of CABE, as stated in CABE's
1976 Articles of Incorporation. Of the seven who signed the Articles of Incorporation,
Fernando is the only surviving board member. Other founding board members
include Tony Vega, Chuck Acosta, Roberto Cruz, Naomi Harrison, Dolores Ledesma,
and Peggy Lewis. Fernando was the coordinator of the Riverside County Office

of Education (RCOE) Title VIl grant in the early 70s and collaborated with several
Riverside County school districts that had begun bilingual programs and convened
many meetings and trainings in Riverside County. In 1974, University of California,
Riverside (UCR) held a local bilingual education conference and produced newsletters
and other resources. In 1975, under the leadership of Fernando and Dr. Carlos Cortés
of UCR, they partnered with a newly forming CABE. They offered what is known

now as the first CABE conference held at UCR along with partners at Los Angeles
County Office of Education, Orange County Department of Education, California State
University, Fullerton, the California Department of Education, the US Department of
Education, and others. Over 2500 were in attendance. Fernando kept careful notes
and records of the first conference, and he has provided CABE with key artifacts from
that time, including conference programs, brochures, correspondence, etc. Fernando
moved on from RCOE and eventually became superintendent of the Salinas Union
High School District. He served 38 years as an educator and is also a founding board
member of the California Association of Latino Superintendents and Administrators.

He
continues to serve as a consultant, speaker, and workshop presenter for hundreds of
organizations, government agencies, higher education institutions, and school districts.
He also consults for media entities like DreamWorks and Nickelodeon, serving as
Creative/Cultural Advisor for shows like Dora the Explorer and Go, Diego, Go! In addition
to having written or edited more than four hundred literary works, he performs his one-
person autobiographical play, A Conversation with Alana: One Boy’s Multicultural Rite of
Passage.

y DeMille My-Viét Language Academy is California’s first Vietnamese dual language
immersion (DLI) program. An elementary school with more than two-thirds of its
student population speaking Vietnamese, DeMille sits in the heart of Little Saigon,
located in Orange County, California, and is one of the oldest and largest Vietnamese
communities in the United States. DeMille’s DLI program fulfills the dreams and hopes
of the Viethamese community to preserve their language and culture and aligns

with CABE’s vision and mission of embracing diversity and bilingualism. The seeds of
the program were sown in 2012 by Board Trustee Jamison Power when Proposition
227, the measure that prevented the effort to teach children in two languages, was
repealed. In 2014, the Westminster School District’s Dual Immersion Task Force was
created by key visionary leaders: Superintendent Dr. Marian Km-Phelps, Executive
Director Dr. Renae Bryant, and DeMille’s first principal, Ms. Shannon Villanueva. This
team worked tirelessly to plan, find, and write curriculum in Vietnamese, which,

along with creating authentic assessments, was quite challenging. Due to the limited
resources available in the United States and the political and linguistic differences

with the Communist regime of Vietnam, there were many obstacles to overcome. The
team persevered, and DeMille welcomed its first kindergarten students to the program
in July 2015. It is now in its tenth year of operation. The program’s opening attracted
parents who committed to driving their children daily, from as far away as Irvine and
Los Angeles, to attend and learn English and their mother tongue and culture they
feared would be lost. DeMille My-Viét Language Academy’s legacy of beating the odds
has paved the way for other Vietnamese dual language immersion programs in Garden
Grove, Anaheim, San Jose, and many more in the near future.

As the child of immigrants, Mireya Jiménez experienced firsthand the challenges of navigating two cultures and languages. At
home, Spanish and the traditions of rural Mexico shaped her upbringing, while school was an English-dominant environment
steeped in American upper-middle-class culture. Struggling to find a sense of belonging in either world, she often faced language
barriers, cultural misunderstandings, and moments of isolation. Neither her parents nor teachers shared a common language,
leaving her caught between two identities without a bridge to connect them.

Despite these obstacles, Mireya pursued higher education at Pomona College, where her first academic Spanish class was a
revelation. It exposed her to the complexities of bilingualism and ignited frustration and determination. Realizing that her rich yet
informal home language had not been nurtured academically, she felt a profound sense of loss and a newfound purpose. She says,
“This experience cemented my commitment to bilingual education, ensuring future generations would not face the same linguistic
and cultural struggles.”

With a deep desire to understand the educational backgrounds of her students and their families, Mireya studied abroad in Chile,
majored in Latin American Studies, and wrote her thesis on Mexico’s education system. Her dedication earned her a Rockefeller
Brothers Fund Fellowship, which allowed her to work in a rural school in Jalisco, Mexico, and further fueled her passion.

Upon graduating, Mireya discovered her dream profession, dual language education, through research by Virginia Collier and
Wayne Thomas. Her teaching career began at Westmont, a school with a dual language program where she was the only candidate
fluent in Spanish. Through Title VIl funding, she received extensive training in bilingual education, attended conferences such as
CABE and NABE, and immersed herself in best practices for dual language instruction.

As the Title VIl grant ended, Westmont'’s bilingual program faced uncertainty. In response, Mireya transitioned into the bilingual
categorical resource teacher role, working to sustain the program by recruiting families, mentoring new staff, and advocating for
resources. When district support waned, she returned to the classroom, determined to instill cultural pride and bilingualism in their
students despite the limitations imposed by Proposition 227.

Years later, former students shared how her encouragement had shaped their lives, from navigating language transitions to
pursuing careers in public policy and advocacy. These moments reaffirmed Mireya's unwavering belief in the power of dual
language education to transform lives.

When Pomona Unified reinstated the dual language program at Westmont, she seized the opportunity to help rebuild it with
a sustainable, long-term vision. She joined district committees, facilitated professional development, and led a book study on
biliteracy instruction for over twenty teachers. Her work is rooted in the conviction that bilingual education is not just about
language acquisition but a tool for social change.

Mireya affirms, “This is not just a profession but a calling. Now, as my daughter begins her journey in Westmont’s Dual Language
Program, my dream has come full circle. Because ever since | can remember, | have dreamed en dos idiomas—and now, so will my
daughter”’

He notes, “We've lost our language once, and my goal is for our community not to lose a language
twice. In this case, espafiol.”

César approaches bilingual education with a sense of urgency because it represents a powerful structure that ensures our
community continues to value our culture, heritage, and language. It can also be a great equalizer in society. Dual immersion (and
bilingual) education gives students from non-dominant language backgrounds the powerful opportunity to be seen as leaders and
their language skills as an asset to education.

The program prepares students for future academic success by fostering long-term language development and cross-cultural
understanding, aligning with the broader vision of the EL Roadmap to create pathways for multilingualism and equity.

At Cesar Chavez Academy, their mission is to provide a child-centered environment that promotes personal growth and lifelong
learning. Cesar Chavez Academy is a TK-8 school that offers a variety of curricular opportunities, and its staff is committed to high
expectations for all students by providing them with the best possible learning environment. They also promote a growth mindset
by encouraging students to do their very best and work hard to become successful at whatever they endeavor to do as they move
through their TK-8 experience.

The Dual Language Immersion (DLI) program promotes biliteracy and multicultural competency by valuing both students’home
language (Spanish) and English. The 90:10 model, where the instructional day begins with 90% Spanish and 10% English and
gradually reaches a 50:50 balance, supports the linguistic assets that English learners bring to the classroom.

This reflects the Roadmap’s commitment to providing high-quality instruction that integrates language
development with academic rigor. They implement AVID strategies schoolwide, which are known to enhance academic success,
especially for underrepresented students like English learners. The bilingual and general education teachers collaborate to ensure
a smooth and supportive learning experience for all students. This aligns with the Roadmap’s emphasis on building a supportive
system where educators are prepared to meet the needs of English learners. They employ teachers on special assignment (TOSAs)
and bilingual aides to provide small-group instruction and interventions. This specialized support ensures that English learners
can access the curriculum while receiving the language assistance they need to succeed, consistent with the Roadmap’s focus on
providing support structures for English learners.

Prison of Skin and Prejudices

Living in Mexico until twenty months ago, my aunts would say to me, “Mirate, hijo, estas bien giierito” These words may seem insignificant; however,
they made me see the world differently. As a small child, everywhere | would go, | would hear people call me giierito—white boy. At this very young
age, | learned that people of white skin were treated differently; they were treated better than people of less light skin. My young mind started worrying
about how people would treat me if | were less white. | stopped going out to play if there was sun. | wouldn’t go to the beach or to any aquatic park. Even
though my mother often struggled to find money for food, | found ways to purchase bottles and bottles of sunscreen to protect what | thought defined
me as a person.

When my mom told me we were moving to the United States, my body felt as cold as a glacier. | was terrified, but | thought | could sneak in among
everyone since | had my white skin mask. But, my tongue betrayed my foolish idea. All my life | grew up with the oppressive ideas of the Conquest that
still lingered among us; that is the idea that white is better. | walked hidden in this skin, avoiding being discovered as the liar | was. Sadly, | lied to myself,
trying to bury my culture and traditions in this ground. | just wanted to hide behind my white mask, and that also meant not ever revealing who lived
behind that mask, or what this person carried with him, deeply hidden and repressed. | excelled academically, hiding behind this mask. | developed a
strong academic base in a variety of subjects. | did not think it was because | was intelligent or talented; | honestly thought it was the mask. This is how
much I had been conditioned.

We moved to the United States. My mother made this decision for me. While hiding behind my white mask in Mexico, | did extremely well in school. |
developed a strong passion for science, and | wanted to become a neurosurgeon. Due to our economic realities, and being abandoned by her husband
and my dad, my mother knew this would not be possible in Mexico. That's why we made this brave journey to the United States. She told me | would be
able study and become a neurosurgeon, and then we would continue to live in the United States so | could set up my own practice and give back to our
new country the wonderful opportunity it gave us.

When | started high school here, | was put in the ELD program, where all the non-native English-speaking students were. The classroom was amazing;
it was like a home. There were photos all over the room honoring the bilingual students for their achievements. The room looked like a colorful multi-
cultural museum. The people | met inside this room changed my closed and hesitant mind. Here we were all together, students from many different
cultures, traditions, and ideals. We came from Mexico, Srilanka, Central and South America, and Asia. Our teacher honored our languages, cultures, and
multicultural traditions. She let us speak our own languages while we were processing what she was teaching. We excelled and became academic stars.

These students did not wear white masks. My new friends and peers made me comprehend that those comments and critics that our families, friends,
history, and the media mistakenly made all had their roots in the Conquest, and they served to promote racism and separation among us. Among laughs
and the love my peers and | shared with each other, we motivated ourselves to overcome fears and barriers that society forced upon us. We broke the
chains made of fear and prejudices and freed ourselves in a community where multilingualism, multiculturalism, diversity, traditions and hope were
recognized, honored, and celebrated.

I love to go there. | love to
watch my skin take on shades of brown while my friends and | sing and bathe in the soft waves and work together to clean the shores. It was at the
beach that | actually ripped off my mask and threw it into the water, and watched the waves consume it. It disappeared from my life.

What's next? | will graduate, attend the university, and become a neurosurgeon. Without my mask, | will become that doctor whose door will be open
and who will be there to serve all the people equally. | will accept the cultural and linguistic assets they bring with them. My multiculturalism and
bilingualism will help me promote peace and respect among all people because my door will be open to everyone. Inside the walls of my practice, we
will model peace and respect for each other, the same peace and respect we have developed inside the walls of our school. Becoming a neurosurgeon
is no longer my main goal; now, | sincerely want to be in a position to help our world finally throw off the oppression of the Conquest and unite as one
world where all our cultural and linguistic | assets will be both recognized and honored, and where no one will need to hide behind a white mask.

Viviendo en México hasta hace veinte meses, mis tias me decian: “Mira, hijo, estas bien glierito”. Estas palabras pueden parecer insignificantes; sin
embargo, me hicieron ver el mundo de manera diferente.

El aula
era increible; era como un hogar. Habia fotos por toda la sala honrando a los estudiantes bilinglies por sus logros. La habitacién parecia un colorido
museo multicultural. La gente que conoci dentro de esta habitaciéon cambié mi mente cerrada y vacilante. Aqui estdbamos todos juntos, estudiantes de
muchas culturas, tradiciones e ideales diferentes. Somos de México, Sri Lanka, América Central y del Sur, y Asia. Nuestro profesor honré nuestros idiomas,
culturas y tradiciones. Ella nos dejé hablar nuestros propios idiomas mientras procesamos lo que ella estaba ensefiando. Sobresalimos y nos convertimos
en estrellas académicas.

Estos estudiantes no llevaban mdscaras blancas. Mis nuevos amigos y compafieros me hicieron comprender que esos comentarios y criticos que nuestras
familias, amigos, historia y los medios de comunicacién hicieron por error tenian sus raices en la Conquista, y sirvieron para promover el racismo y la
separacién entre nosotros.
